Footpath Stud Road – OHMRC Ltd were unaware that the installation would take place. The Barleythorpe on Bloom planter has been reinstated. It is unfortunate that the daffodils planted in this location have been removed.

Stud Road double yellow lines – these have been removed as part of the adoption process. It is hoped they will re-instated by RCC.

Tree-line responsibility – this is still ongoing.  As you’re aware there is a stalemate regarding tree ownership. Allison Homes have provided extensive maps/information that indicate parts of the tree-line are RCC’s responsibility.  This is now going to be escalated to the Chief Exec and the Leader of the council. 

Development of 50 houses re: construction traffic/parking, I met with the Site Manager last week, along with one of the residents who is one of the Directors of Oakham Heights Management. The site manager could see the challenges re: parking and the impact of construction traffic on the estate.  There is now signage in place.
A solution that looked the best option was to create a car park for the workforce directly opposite Rutland Vets, however this would require dropping a kerb, this would not only stop vehicles parking alongside Wheatfield Way and Maresfield Way, which is already proving to be challenging for lorries to swing into the site, lorries are mounting the opposite pavements and grass area that's part of the park it will stop staff and visitors from parking on the bend which makes visibility nigh on impossible.
Traffic/speeding this continues to be an area that residents are concerned with, especially along the by-pass and Land’s End Way, I was wondering if we could join forces and see if we can get ‘speed watch’ for a day or two.

I was wondering if this is something that we could consider for Barleythorpe?  Perhaps the venue could be Oakham United’s facilities with use of their indoor and outdoor spaces.  We could perhaps ask local businesses to donate/pay for equipment i.e. table tennis, games, boules set, etc…  we could use the same model as Whissendine i.e. one paid youth worker and volunteers, which will keep costs down.  I’m happy to work with anyone that would like to see if this is viable/feasible.
