Matt Roberts raised the impending closure of Catmose Sports Centre on 31st March 2023. He expressed his disappointment at the loss of the public facility and requested that the Parish Council raise this with Rutland County Council.
Matt Roberts also reported his appointment as an interim director of OHRMC. He also reported that the installation of warning signs around the water soakaways is the responsibility of Allison Homes.
