Applications and Decisions received from RCC since last meeting

2020/0129/FUL Dairy Barn, Pasture Lane.

Proposed replacement of outbuilding B

A straightforward replacement of an existing outbuilding by a visually similar “games room” that will be fully weatherproofed with doors and windows. Assuming it is for private use only, this should have no impact on surrounding Parish properties.

Granted 29/04/20

2020/0490/FUL Former site of Rutland Agricultural Society, Main Road

Variation

The variation is one of detail and should have no negative affect on the environmental impact of the building. We note the objection of a neighbour from Lonsdale Park. The plan (00-2 Rev M) shows that only 2 of the external doors face the boundary with Lonsdale Park and we consider it unlikely that the proposed change will lead to any appreciable increase in footfall, noise and activity. Recommend Approval.

2020/0554/PTA 4 Stableyard Close

1 No. Horse Chestnut Tree (T1) - Prune back to provide 1m clearance to the boundary line of 4 Stableyard Close to abate encroachment.

T1, as marked on the plan, is a substantial and mature tree that enhances the local environment. The proposed pruning if sensitively completed should not have an appreciable effect on this positive aspect. Recommend Approval.

2019/1389/FUL Land adjacent to Barleythorpe Hall, Main Road

6 no. detached dwellings with garages and associated

This walled plot of land is currently unused, and the Parish Council would like to see it put to productive use. The proposed development, however, has too great an impact on adjacent properties for us to be able to approve it. To clarify our stance we object, and we apologise if our previous response was unclear in this respect. We have reviewed the revisions to the drawings, and they have no impact on our assessment as they appear to be, in the main, corrections to the original drawings. Recommend Refusal.
Revised application - We have no objection to development in principle, but new concerns have been raised over privacy, drainage and highway access.
The number of dwellings has been reduced to 6 to address a number of previous concerns. Concerns have been raised by residents regarding: 
• impact on privacy of existing properties • drainage
• access to B640 Main Road. 
Owners of adjoining properties have objected to the development on the grounds of loss of privacy despite the reduction in the number of dwellings. We are not in a position to assess these objections with no right of access to the development land. 
Adequate drainage of the land has been questioned by one of the neighbouring owners. The proposal documentation states that land drainage has been investigated and that adequate surface water drainage will be installed. We defer to the technical experts on this point. 
The safety of access to the B640 Main Road has been raised as a concern given that the proposed access is immediately adjacent to the existing access for numbers 38 and 40 Main Road. Visibility is restricted by existing buildings and by habitual on-road parking. We defer to the Highways department for a safety assessment of the proposed access. 
This plot of land is currently unused, and the Parish Council would like to see it put to good use. Issues over privacy, drainage and highway access have been raised by adjacent residents. We defer to the decisions made by the Planning Officer regarding these factors.

The Chairman confirmed that enquiries to RCC to ascertain whether any future CIL money, from current developments in Barleythorpe, would be paid to the Parish Council revealed that all current developments (MacDonald’s, C&M Tractors, Moores Estate Agency, care home adjacent to Lidl) have been ‘zero rated’ and will therefore not be subject to CIL.

The Parish Council has to date received £97,816.96 of which £8,346.77 has been spent.

	Traffic and Parking

Maresfield Road parking – an appeal has been made to residents to park considerately. As confirmed at the January meeting, restrictions on parking will not be made by RCC without resident support and consultation is required. It was agreed that a consultation of Maresfield Road properties and beyond should be made in September. A formal proposal will be made to the next meeting.

Main Road footpath between Lidl and Macarthy & Stone – representations were made to RCC regarding the encroachment of under growth on to the path reducing the width, and to take steps to widen the path generally. The undergrowth has now been cut back. Representation continue to widen the path.
Burley Park Way roundabout crossing – no further progress

Community Speed Watch – currently on hold due to Covid 19

Land’s End Way crossing/access to VAR – no further progress. An offer to meet with RCC and the Chief Executive of VAR has been made by Cllr. Marsland but this has been delayed due to Covid 19.

Maresfield Road footpath (vetinary practice/CCR) – the loss of this path and state of the surface has been reported to Larkfleet Homes, requesting it be re-instated and finished.
