	Public Participation

In response to various comments and concerns raised by the members of the public present regarding the potential implementation of parking restrictions along Maresfield Road, it was reiterated that:

The Parish Council receives numerous complaints regarding safety issues caused by parked vehicles on Maresfield Road.

On advice from Rutland County Council Highways Barleythorpe Parish Council undertook a consultation of residents on Maresfield Road and the surrounding roads to assess the support for parking restrictions. Of the 14 responses received from residents in the most affected area 29% were in favour of the planned restrictions and 71% against. The other 49 responses showed 76% in favour, 22% against and 2% unclear.
The Parish Council felt that there was sufficient support for some form parking restrictions to make an application to Rutland County Council. This application asks RCC to review the situation and conduct feasibility studies to assess the most suitable solutions. The precise nature of any restrictions will need to be determined and it is likely that further consultation with residents will take place.
It was acknowledged that the speed of traffic along Maresfield is also an issue and it was confirmed that the Parish Council is to submit a Highways Concern to Rutland County Council regarding this.

	Clerk’s report
· Defibrillator at Maresfield Road vets – the installation is due to be completed shortly.
· RCC Covid 19 briefing – the clerk continues to attend the bi-weekly briefings.

· Grit bins – Barleythorpe Parish Council’s request to RCC to purchase and place 2 grit bins, at Stud Road and Grooms Close, has been declined as the roads are currently unadopted. This, and other matters relating to lack of service from RCC due to the status of the roads, is being addressed. See 2021/10 below.
· Parish insurance – renewed under a 3-year long term agreement.

· The Barleythorpe Neighbourhood Group Facebook – the local Facebook group has in excess of 700 members. Barleythorpe Parish Council will post updates and information on this page to reach as large a number of residents as possible.

	Correspondence
· RCC draft budget consultation – the consultation which closes on January 29th, has been publicised.
· Resignation of Cllr. Brian Browne – Cllr. Browne was thanked for his time as a Parish Councillor. The resulting casual vacancy is currently advertised.

· Request for support for Oakham Skateboard Park – Barleythorpe Parish Council has adopted a policy for the making of grants, therefore the group have been asked to complete an application for support which will be considered in due course.

· Request to consider pedestrian access from Main Road to Buttercross Park – the vehicular access between 1 Main Road and Buttercross Park has recently been closed with a hedge. There are currently 2 points of access to Buttercross Park from Main Road; Grooms Close and the crossing by Catmose College. It was agreed that OHRMC would ultimately have to consider whether additional access was appropriate.
· Accident on Maresfield Road – a resident reported an accident on Maresfield Road on 28th January to Rutland County Council, citing speeding along this road as the cause and requesting that speeding restrictions be considered. The resident was advised by RCC that as the road is unadopted no action can be taken. It was agreed that Barleythorpe Parish Council will submit a Highways Concern (ITCP) to RCC to request that the issue of speeding is assessed, and safety measures implemented.

	Larkfleet response to Parish Council letter
Larkfleet’s response to the Parish Council letter was previously circulated. In essence, the letter stated that Larkfleet will no longer engage with Barleythorpe Parish Council to resolve outstanding matters around the development and that they will deal with Rutland County Council only.
It was agreed that residents should report all items for attention or repair to Rutland County Council via Fix My Street, and also advise the Parish Clerk of these reports. These will be logged.
It was agreed that the Chairman will write to Rutland County Council, leader Cllr. Oliver Hemsley, all County Councillors, Highways, Planning and Development Control and the chief executive Mark Andrews, for a response within 14 days, expressing concern at the lack of action due to the unadopted status of roads and requesting immediate action.

	Planning:
Applications received from RCC since last meeting

· 2020/1272/MAF. Land Next To Panniers Way Barleythorpe Rutland. Erection of 15 no flexible class E (g)(iii) / B2 / B8 use class units and 3 class E 9a) and (b) units. We were given late notice of this application. We have no objection subject to review of the on-site parking provision. Transport had not commented at the time of our representation.

· 2020/1351/FUL. McDonalds Restaurant Ltd, Lands’ End Way, Barleythorpe. Relocation of 2 No. electric vehicle parking bays granted under approval of application 2019/0614/FUL within the car park. No objection (note: these are NOT additional charging points).

· 2020/1377/FUL. Oakham Sf Connect Hackamore Way Barleythorpe LE15 7FS. Installation of EV Charging Bays, Associated Power Connections and Infrastructure with 2 no. free standing signs. No objection. We have requested a review of pedestrian access arrangements as currently there are none.

· 2020/1379/FUL. 1 Bramble Close Barleythorpe Rutland LE15 7UA. Single Storey side Extension to detached dwelling. We have objected to this as the initial application does not cover the full scope of the work proposed (access to roof area, and possible part removal of existing brick wall).

· 2020/1405/FUL. [Granted] 7 Main Road Barleythorpe Rutland LE15 7EE. Demolition of existing Conservatory and replacement with new single storey side / rear extension. No objection although proposed finish is render and will be visible from the main road. Access to rear garden will be restricted - we assume this aspect will be assessed by the planning officer.

· 2020/1445/ADV. Fencing House, 8 Lands’ End Way LE15 6RB. Business name sign and 1 no. logo sign applied as high-level lightboxes onto building front and side. 2 no. business name and logo signs on wall at entrance to site. No objection.

· 2021/0009/FUL. Land Next To Panniers Way Barleythorpe. Substation on Oakham Employment land. No objection. Note that construction has already started.

· 2020/0872/ADV. 2 of Building Mounted Fascia Signs, 1 of Pole mounted Double-Sided Free-Standing Sign and 3 of Flag Poles. Ben Burgess. Decision: Granted: consent to display advertisement.

· 2020/1191/MAF. Minor amendment to C&M Tractors / Moores Estate Agents development. Roof level of “hub” buildings for Moores raised so that full use can be made of the Mezzanine (first) floor. Decision: Granted.

· 2020/1405/FUL. 7 Main Road Barleythorpe Rutland LE15 7EE. Demolition of existing Conservatory and replacement with new single storey side / rear extension. Decision: Granted.

· Referendums: All neighbourhood planning referendums that have been recently cancelled, or are scheduled to take place, between 16 March 2020 and 5 May 2021 are postponed in line with the Local Government and Police and Crime Commissioner (Coronavirus) (Postponement of Elections and Referendums) (England and Wales) Regulations 2020 until 6 May 2021.

Community Infrastructure Levy: The postponement of neighbourhood plan referendums due to COVID-19, may have an impact on the level of neighbourhood Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) that some communities would have expected … we encourage CIL charging authorities to work with the parish council or neighbourhood forum wherever possible, to consider whether an additional sum, equal to the shortfall in expected CIL receipts can be agreed. This additional sum could be passed to the parish council to fund infrastructure. 

Local Plan – nothing to report.

There were no volunteers to join the Planning Committee at present. It was agreed to leave the committee unchanged for the time being and to review once the current vacancy for a Parish Councillor has been filled.
