	Clerk’s report and correspondence
· Adoption of park – Bellway. The matter is progressing and both parties’ solicitors are in communication. 3 Parish Councillors are required to sign the documentation, these will be Cllr. Marsland, Cllr. Richardson and Cllr. Percival.

Cllr. Blanksby – the withdrawal of the draft Local Plan has meant that numerous developers have come forward with plans to build homes. It is important that members of the public respond to these applications with their comments. There is an existing Local Plan in place currently.

Annual service charge invoices are due at £175, a £20 reduction from the previous year.
A meeting between C. Cllrs Blanksby and Webb, Cllr. Richardson, John Anderson CEO Allison Homes, and Alicia Kearns MP to discuss the lack of control over OMRMC and the service charges took place. A further meeting is due. A follow email to John Anderson and Alicia Kearns has been positively received.
