	2024/26
	Flooding Prevention & Risk Management Group
Cllr. Burton reported on the recent working group meeting:
· All responsibility lie with landowners until such time as land is adopted. 
· Surface water goes into the Brook. Pond water will go into Brook only when it reaches overflow level.
· The Care Home application will change to new homes, the runoff water into soak away then overflow water will enter into the brook.
· Allison Homes will pay at present for brook to be maintained. After adoption Oakham Heights will be responsible.
· Until adoption Allison homes are responsible for gullies on their parts of the site (this does not include Bellway or Charles Church who should be contacted separately to get the gullies cleaned out).
· Ostlers drains - only 2 blocked, maintained by Allison homes.
· Coltsfoot residents pay for drains.
· Bellway and Charles Church should be contacted to find out how far along with adoption and maintenance.
· Drains on Bellway and Charles Church areas should be adopted.
· Brook to be cleared by Allison Homes by August, including banks and the sides regarding fence. This may be Oakham Heights responsibility and will need checking with Land Registry.
· Old bridge - Lee Pittam is looking into ownership of the old bridge and Paul Coates to find out from RCC who is responsible for the upkeep. 
· Lee Pittam will discuss maintenance on the whole site. Once remedial works finished then go forward to assessment and final adoption
· Lee Pittam to find out what progress has been made with drainage on whole development.
Another meeting of the working group will be convened.

	

	2024/27
	Environment Working Group
a) Barleythorpe in Bloom - planter at end of Stud Road installed and will be planted. There is one remaining planter to be installed.
b) Wildflower meadow at Queen’s Canopy – the cost is estimated to be c.£4000. It was agreed that the project will be pursued. Residents will be consulted in the first instance and then permission sought from OHMRC.
c) Plants being removed from Stud Road – the Parish Council will ask Allison Homes if the plants can be saved and reused.

d) Cllr. Blanksby will be arranging a meeting to discuss the spring planting of the Barleythorpe on Bloom planters. A quote for monthly summer watering is being obtained for consideration.

e) Linear Park trees – the location of trees was determined by the requirement for access by the Air Ambulance. OHMRC insist that a row of trees is planted too close to the fence and will have to be removed.

f) Queen’s Canopy – maintenance and tidying are required to maintain this at an acceptable standard. Wet weather has prevented this to some extent, and it will be attended to as soon as possible.
g) Floods – the brook grill will require clearing on a regular basis to prevent debris build up.

h) It was proposed that a bench with a commemorative plaque be installed in ‘old’ Barleythorpe in remembrance of Cllr. Peter Goodwin. All in favour. The wording of the plaque and location of the bench will be decided in agreement with Mrs Susan Goodwin.
