Cllr. Richardson reported:

Update for Barleythorpe Residents who are Oakham Heights Residents.

Barleythorpe County Councillors Sue Webb and David Blanksby and the interim steering committee (set up by Barleythorpe Parish Council to liaise with Priem Ltd, Larkfleet/Allison Homes’ managing agent) have been concerned that residents have been billed for the past 3 years with the costs of the Park and Open Spaces but that the control of expenditure and service costs is not within the control of Oakham Heights Residents Management Company Limited (OMRMCL) and that OMRMCL is dependent on the last house to be built on the Oakham Heights estate.
Following our conversations with our MP, Alicia Kearns, a meeting was held in Westminster with the CEO of Allison Homes (formerly known as Larkfleet Homes) and ourselves with a follow up meeting which was held in May 2022.
The result of this meeting was an offer from Allison Homes to begin the process to establish OHRMCL formally with residents’ directors.

It is our understanding that each resident will be contacted individually by Preim acting on behalf of Allison Homes to ascertain whether they would like to be a nominated director of OMRMCL.
