1. Adoption of Roads

This has been identified as necessary and it has also been identified that a footpath is needed too. 

The footpath lights around the Trim Trail, footpath onto Blacksmith’s Avenue and along to Linear Park which are on 24/7 has been reported. Still outstanding.

	Adoption of Bellway children’s play area – update
It was confirmed that Barleythorpe Parish Council’s offer to adopt the Bellway play area, on the following terms, was accepted.

· To purchase the area from Bellway Homes for a nominal sum of £1

· Bellway Homes to pay Barleythorpe Parish Council a commuted sum of £77,000 to cover the first 15 years of maintenance and replacement/repair costs.

· Bellway Homes to hand over the area in a fit and orderly state to include up to date safety certification by RoSPA.

· Bellway Homes to pay the legal costs of the land transfer.
· Responsibility for maintenance of the area must rest with Bellway Homes until legal completion and payment of the commuted sum.
The matter is now being progressed by Bellway’s solicitors.

	Proposal for the installation of SIDS (Speed Indicator Display sign)
It was proposed that Barleythorpe Parish Council set aside £10,000 for the future purchase of two SIDS and two data collection units. These panels will be mains powered, or solar powered if power is not available. Barleythorpe Parish Council will consult with RCC and the Police on locations to install the units. Once locations and power availability have been confirmed the style of panel will be decided. RCC will be asked for the cost of installing the poles and power and this expenditure will be approved once costs are known.

a) Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr. Marsland reported that the draft Neighbourhood Plan has completed Section 14 and Section 16 consultation and been assessed by an examiner. The examiner’s feedback was positive and recommends that the Neighbourhood Plan proceeds to referendum. The withdrawal of the RCC draft Local Plan on 1st September means that the Neighbourhood Plan would need to be reviewed in the context of any emerging Local Plan. The current draft Neighbourhood Plan represents a sound framework of policies.

b) Planning Committee terms of reference – it was proposed that the amended planning committee terms of reference 2021/81 be adopted.

c) To receive planning application responses since the last meeting:

2021/0860/RES Land between Barleythorpe and Oakham, Burley Park Way. Reserved Matters application to substitute apartments for 11 no. three storey houses and associated parking following outline planning application.

The proposed housing is in keeping with the surrounding area. The proposed houses are of similar design as in the general area. These properties may increase the on-road parking problems of the surrounding area. Each property has two parking spaces to the rear, but access is limited.

2021/0859/RES Land between Barleythorpe and Oakham, Burley Park Way. Reserved Matters application to approved scheme (Phase 2015/0083/RES) in respect of six apartment blocks plots 175-216 (total 33 plots) and their replacement with 10 (No.) 3 storey homes and 6 (No.) 2 storey homes following Outline planning permission APP/2011/0832. 

Proposal is for similar dwellings that exist in the area. Both 2 and 3 story homes are already in the development. The additional houses on Stud Road may cause additional parking problems on the roadside in the area. Sufficient parking is included for the houses in the proposed development.

Sign D - 1 no. Moores property hub Fascia Sign - halo illuminated. Sign E - 1 no. Moores Estate Agents.com Fascia Sign - internally illuminated. Sign C - 1 no. Moores Property Hub non illuminated Freestanding Totem.

Signs look appropriate to their locations. Light levels to be appropriate as other properties in the area. The signs look appropriate in size and shape to fit in with the building. The free-standing sign is similar to others in the related site.

Planning Committee Terms of Reference 

Membership

· The Committee shall comprise 3 Members to be appointed by the Parish Council.

· The Chair of the Committee shall be appointed by the Parish Council.
· Quorum
· The quorum of the Committee shall be 2 Members. 

Meetings

The Committee will meet as required but will conduct business regarding routine planning matters by email and/or informal meeting.

The Committee will report to the Parish Council listing all planning applications received, the recommendations made, and the decisions taken by the Planning Authority. This shall be by written report.

The Clerk shall minute all formal meetings of the Planning Committee and the minutes shall be submitted to the Parish Council at the next meeting for adoption.

All responses to the Planning Authority shall be submitted through the Clerk.

Delegated Powers

For applications of a minor or routine nature, the Committee’s recommendations may be forwarded to the Clerk and Planning Authority without reference to the full council. 

Purpose

· The Committee shall undertake the following roles and functions: 

To receive and consider all planning applications from within Barleythorpe Parish and, where of relevance, adjoining Parishes.

Publish all planning applications on all media platforms so the Parishioners can comment through the RCC web site.

To study associated plans and documents available from RCC; visit relevant sites; and consider comments from parishioners.

To take account of current planning regulations and guidance. 

To make recommendations to the Parish Council, for discussion and ratification, for all non-routine applications. To request an Extraordinary Meeting of the Parish Council if required.

To request that the Clerk seeks an extension to an application response time when required. This will usually be for pending technical comments.

To build proactive relationships with technical consultees, Rutland County Council and County Councillors.

To appoint advisory sub-committees, as required, to deal with specific, complex, or specialised planning issues; and to co-opt specialist sub-committee members as required. Any funding requirements are to be authorised by the full Parish Council.
Neighbourhood Plan

[based on an example in Local Councils Explained]

The Committee is responsible for the implementation of a Neighbourhood Development Plan for Barleythorpe, and this shall include the following responsibilities:

1. To develop in consultation with the residents of Barleythorpe a sustainable plan for the Parish up to 2036. 

2. To keep any made Neighbourhood Plan under review particularly in regard to any emerging Local Plan.

3. To work with Oakham Town Council, Rutland County Council and other authorities as appropriate to establish a Local Plan

4. To hold public meetings with residents and to use other forms of consultation to obtain the views of businesses, medical care providers, schools and the local education authority about any proposed Neighbourhood Development Plan or reviews of an existing plan.

5. The committee has delegated powers to incur expenditure for professional services of a planning consultant; the limit on expenditure will be set by the Parish Council.

6. The Committee shall not delegate the discharge of its functions to a sub-committee or to a staff member, but it may appoint an advisory sub-committee.

6. As and when necessary, co-opt members of the community onto the Community Development Working Group.

7. To liaise as appropriate with other working groups and Committees of the Parish Council. 

8. To liaise as appropriate with other agencies and organisations.

                                                         Terms of reference

· To determine, through liaison with RCC, all areas within the Parish that are owned by and to be maintained by the Parish Council.

· To work with the Parish Clerk in liaising with RCC on establishing what grants the Parish Council should receive towards maintaining the identified green spaces.

· To liaise with RCC on carrying out any remedial work, particularly with respect to trees, which RCC or Oakham Town Council may have been previously responsible for prior to the establishment of Barleythorpe Parish Council. This is necessary to minimise demands on the precept. To be aware of all Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs) within Barleythorpe.

· To determine the necessary provision, location, and contractual arrangements (in conjunction with the Parish Clerk) for litter and dog bins, noticeboards.

· To liaise with the Oakham Heights Residents Management Company and the developers to finalize boundaries of responsibility and any areas of common interest.

· Subject to the agreement of the full council, to support the work of other relevant community groups in resolving issues relating to the green spaces on the new developments.

· To co-opt non councillors as appropriate to further the work of the group. This provides an excellent opportunity for more public involvement.

· To actively identify any environmental issues throughout the Parish and bring these to the attention of the Parish Clerk or full council for action as appropriate.

· Subject to the agreement of the full council to support the work of volunteer groups whose aims are to physically improve or care for the environment.
