	Report on response from Rutland Agricultural Society

Cllr. Marsland reported an initial liaison with Rutland Agricultural Society to resolve issues relating to future events. An apology from the Chair of Trustees of RAS has been circulated via Barleythorpe Community News and the Barleythorpe Facebook page, as have details of events taking place during August. A further meeting with RAS will be arranged around September.

	County Councillor report to include report on resolution of issues with Larkfleet and RCC

C.Cllr. Webb reported the following:

1) Adoption of roads, cycleways, footpaths and lighting continues slowly but progress is being hampered by the adoption of the sewers. Larkfleet have now appointed a firm dedicated to resolve issues.

Lighting issues on the Buttercross area to be sorted and lampposts to be numbered.

2) Farriers Reach. Recognition by Larkfleet over the poor state of the roads and footpaths is to be rectified and going forward all footpaths and roads will be finished before homeowners move in. Work will continue to ensure existing areas are finished to a suitable standard. Pedestrian access to the Buttercross will be opened by end of August.

3) The pedestrian crossing over the bypass looks promising that it will be signed off and work hopefully will commence in December.

4) The bollard installation on the Buttercross development will be checked by highways as we're not happy about its installation or location.

5) Larkfleet have not given permission to homeowners who have put gates in their rear fences that back onto the footpath along by the allotments for vehicular access.

6) Ownership of the hedge along the Main Road is still unclear and is being challenged by us.

7) It was requested that any meetings with Larkfleet to discuss OHRMCL should include me, Cllr Blanksby and members of the Parish Council.

8) The request to put an additional footpath in leading from the Main Road into the trim trail is more complicated than first thought as a section 38 agreement would be needed and this would need to be made between OHRMCL and RCC. As no residents are directors yet of OHRMCL it was thought best to "park" this until the ownership of the hedge had been resolved/clarified.

9) The footpath opposite Lonsdale Park is to be widened and work could start in January 2022.

10) The land in abeyance is now underway for development. Planning to be contacted for estimate of time for completion.

11) The section 38 agreement for the Bellway area is out for signatures.

12) Additional lighting at entrance to the Buttercross from the Catmose College roundabout to be addressed.

13) In addition to the pedestrian crossing at the Langham roundabout the footpath in Langham near the school is to be widened.

	To receive report on issues with Priem

Cllr. Richardson reported the following:
A meeting of the steering group, C.Cllrs. Blanksby and Webb and Priem representative Michael Westwood took place, and the following points were raised:

1. The wire fencing along the hedge line at the back of the trim trail needs mending.

2. There are still uncertainties are to which areas are Priem’s responsibility for maintenance.

3. Pedestrian access from Farriers Reach to The Buttercross must be opened in September this year. RCC Highways are on this too.

4. Priem were informed that the County Councillors have raised a request at their monthly meeting with RCC for Larkfleet to instal pedestrian access through the ‘new’ hedge onto the main footpaths joining the two parts of Barleythorpe. This will provide safe passage for pedestrians accessing Catmose College.

5. The lighting along the trim trail and to Linear Park is permanently on.

6. Wildflower meadow on Linear Park

7. There is empathy with residents of Farriers Reach in refusing to pay Priem, as did other residents for 5 years.

8. Request to see contractors’ invoices as proof of costings.

9. The issue of distrust of Larkfleet due to personal history and lack of action.

Priem have provided the following figures:

743 demands have been sent to houses on Oakham Heights. 415 (56%) have been paid in full.

178 (24%) are paying by direct debit and 2 by standing order.

148 (20%) have not paid.

A breakdown of defaulters has been requested.

The Oakham Heights Residents Management Company is still 100% owned and run by Larkfleet – although a dormant company. There does not appear to be any prospect of this being handed over to residents in the near term.

The steering group will continue to meet with Priem as and when there are issues to raise. No financial information has been made available and therefore the level of charges will continue to be questioned.

The wildflower meadow at Linear Park is still active for residents and also for the memory of Alan Kelly, a resident who recently passed away, who was passionate about the flower meadow

Site Ec7, Hackamore Way

Construction of new 30-bed care home and 6-bed care home with associated vehicular access and parking.

The basic design of the application is reasonably for the designated area. We see the development as a positive for the area. The additional employment is welcomed, and the landscaping of the site seems appropriate. Our reservations are as follows: 1, Insufficient parking on the site, with 22 employees 9 parking spaces may leave employees parking in the street. 2, Local housing may be overlooked by this three-story development, 3, As this is designed as a care / recovery development, we are concerned that the commercial and domestic travel noise around the development may be inappropriate.

Former site of Rutland Agricultural Society, Main Road

Section 73 application of 2020/1091/FUL to amend the approved landscaping scheme (Variation of Condition No. 2 to add entrance canopy and cafe/bistro to Care Home main entrance. In relation to Planning Permission Reference Number: 2018/0728/FUL (Erection of 78 bed care home with 13 linked aftercare apartments including communal facilities, landscaping and car parking).

The additional landscaping makes very good use of the previously bland area. The addition of the fountain will give a quiet soothing sense for the occupants of the care home. The addition of the 32 sq. metre. area to the righthand side of the entrance to accommodate the café/bistro with a canopy is a small addition to a very large development. The café/bistro has been moved from the original entrance area to accommodate a waiting area near to the cinema.

New external door opening to rear elevation and insertion of new bi-fold doors. Internal alterations at ground floor to create new cloakroom.
The application has little effect on the original building. This is to the rear of the building so does not alter the frontal elevation. The internal changes have no effect on the building exterior.

Conversion of ground floor car port to include kitchen, diner and snug area and an addition of a porch area. All external materials to match existing.

This would seem to be ok as it is consistent with the other buildings on the site. Recommend Approval.

Site E6, Hackamore Way

Sign E - 1 no. non illuminated fascia sign - C&M Tractors and C&M VSS. Sign A - 1 no. non illuminated totem directional sign to C&M Tractors and C&M VSS - 2m height. Sign B - 1 no. illuminated totem sign - 6m height. 

Signs A and E are ok. Sign B overlooks the Bypass. Sign ‘A’ near the entrance and sign ‘E’ on the main building are no problem. Sign ‘B’ is 6 metres high and overlooks the hedge on the Bypass. The sign will be visible from the Bypass. It is an illuminated sign, how does this fit with the light restrictions on M and S and other businesses.

Land to the rear of 1 Main Road

The bungalow looks ok, but the basement may be a problem. 1. The bungalow would be ok on its own. 2. The basement is possibly a problem. Having to excavate at least 10 or 12 feet, how will this affect the vegetation around the area. 3. How will any drainage be possible from the basement. 4. Potential of access being made through the hedge to Butter Cross Park or the cycle path by the allotments. Recommend Refusal.
Revised plans: 1. The bungalow is very small but with the removal of the basement we think this is ok. 2. Drainage for surface water and sewage are not shown on the plans. These must be added and should not cross other resident’s properties.
Issues regarding the, now withdrawn, planning application for a campsite at Rutland Agricultural Society were discussed briefly. Any future application should be part of the liaison process with RAS. 
Development off Barleythorpe Main Road has had many modifications to alleviate residents’ concerns. Final planning consent is expected soon.

f. Neighbourhood Plan – The plan is now at Regulation 16 stage and is being examined by inspectors. RCC has, at a very late stage, made a significant number of comments which the steering group believes should have been made earlier in the process. Changes to the RCC Local Plan, which will be discussed in September, may further affect progress of the Neighbourhood Plan.
